The Cancer Registry maintains a combined hospital database of more than 21,000 cancer cases. In 2006 there was a
total of 1,232 cases (1,063 were newly diagnosed cases). The registry follows over 7,000 patients with greater than
a 90 percent success rate.







TUMOR CONFERENCES

In 2006, the Weekly Tumor Conferences at Crozer-Chester Medical Center and
the monthly Clinical Cancer Conferences at Taylor Hospital presented a total of 339
cases for consultation; 322 of which were prospective cases, with the remaining 17 cases
being retrospective. Lung and prostate were the most common sites presented.

These conferences remain a major education element for the cancer programs,
with an average attendance of 25 participants representing radiation oncology, surgery,
gynecologic oncology, medical oncology, diagnostic radiology, pathology, urologic
oncology, pulmonology, neurology, nursing, medical education and ancillary services.

Crozer-Chester Medical Center also conducts a weekly Breast Review Panel in
addition to the Tumor Conferences. In 2006, 162 cases were presented for consultation —

all of which were prospective. On average, 13 participants attended each conference.
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
